The conVICKs is the name of the dummy team established to allow for an even number of teams. This is an automatic win for any team facing them. However, some teams face conVICKs once, others twice. With a 6-team playoff, this should not hurt playoff qualification, but it may impact seeding. Please feel free to discuss and questions or concerns you have on the matter.

Yahoo informed me at the last minute that the league cannot open without an even number of teams. To that end, a compromise has been reached. A dummy team will be created, the least-impactful players possible will be assigned and the team will not engage in active operations at any point in the season. In fact, the dummy team's roster will be locked down. This will allow us an even number of teams necessary to start the league.
--> The only other method of activating the league would be if a manager resigned immediately, forfeitting all players and their franchise for the season. If anybody is interested in this, please let me know immediately.

06/07/2009 - The CNFL has officially been renewed on Yahoo! Please check your email accounts associated with last year's league for the invite to return this year. Don't forget to use your official team name and logo.

The defensive scoring change proposal has passed. Team defenses will now get one point for every ten return yards logged.

Due to (1) the passage of the defensive scoring vote issue and (2) Yahoo's split of the generic front 7 DL position into separate designations for DT, DE and LB and (3) Yahoo's inclusion of an IR roster designation, the following changes have been made to the CNFL Charter:

--Article I, Section B, Clauses 7 and 9 have been changed because the three DL positions have been converted to the general "D" defensive player roster position where any defensive player may be active, raising that total to 5, while retaining the regular 3 general DB positons.
--->Also, 5 IR (Injured Reserve) positions have been established. These are roster-exemption lists that allow managers to place up to 5 injured players (max allowed by Yahoo) on a roster-exemption list. Once placed on that list, a team will have a roster vacancy with which they may acquire another player to fill-in during the player's injury convalescence. 

--Article II, Section B, Clause 2, Sub-Clause a has been modified to reflect the scoring change voting to include offensive players, IDPs and Team DEF.

--Article V, Section C, Clause 5 now has a sub-clause a that reads: "a. Each manager may enter the offseason with a maximum of 25 players on their roster. If that total is higher due to IR designations or any other roster exemptions, players must be released until the roster is at or below the 25-player limit."
--->Sub-clause a has a stipulation i tagged to it which reads: "i. If the manager does not get their roster in legal range within a calendar week following the official end of the NFL playing season, the Commissioner reserves the right to release 5 random players from the roster of the noncompliant manager."

07/12/2009 - League divisions have been established. If the managers agree to keep them, the scheduling formula and alignments will be finalized in the league charter.

Scoring:
- Individual Defensive Players now have return yards on fumbles and interceptions counting based on our current yardage formula.
- Team Defense has added a "yards allowed" scoring category that follows the formula established for "points allowed"
- Tackles for a loss have been added as a defensive stat worth 1.5 points.


Rosters:
- An additional flex position has been added to the roster. This is a WR/RB/TE spot. Several reasons have lead to this addition, but note it is in ADDITION TO the QB/WR/RB/TE flex spot we already have. If managers are going to horde players, they might as well use them. In dynasty style play, the power will shift from year to year anyhow.
- An extra general defensive player roster spot has been added (D). This counteracts the addition on offense to ensure that there are equal numbers of players starting on both sides of the ball. This player may play any position on defense.
- Since two positions were added, one additional bench spot will also now be available for teams who need the reserve space to balance their rosters with a heavier load.
- The total number of players on a roster has been increased from 25 to 28 players this season as a result.

Managers:
- As of right now, most managers have given a soft commitment to return this season. However, confirmation of rejoining is only based on how many people actually enlist in the league.
